The term "event-driven architecture" (EDA) refers to any applications that react

intelligently to changes in conditions, whether that change is the impending failure

of a customer shipment,  a sudden change in stock price or  responding to an

emergency situation.  OrderWare’s applications combine EDA  design into all

elements of its framework, middleware, business process capability and model

driven development  environment.

OrderWare has focused on these technologies for over 8 years with an extensive

list of major clients and partners.   As a software technology organisation

OrderWare’s constant focus is on expanding the use of its EDA framworks and the

provision of leading solutions to its customers and partners.

Event - driven applications are fundamentally different from traditional business

application sofware.  Event-driven applications are “aware” of  events and take

action based on the rules created by the user.  These events can be organised into

a logical process or may be occurances grouped into clusters. OrderWare’s  EDA

based  applications react to changes in those event clusters.   This results in real

time processing, visibility and decision making  which delivers bottom line

savings and significant operating efficiencies.

Our  technologies enable our customers and partners to deliver a low cost, high

service, component software solutions  to manage diverse and distributed event

interactions across  divisions, enterprises, trading partners and  geographies.

OrderWare’s technologies wrap existing IT investments to create a platform to

connect, vizualize and constantly improve business performance.
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As industries automate business functions these functions evolve to

become dynamic networks of processes that can reach across

businesses.  The current move to Service Orientated Architectures (SOA’s)

in the enterprise is the first cohesive steps taken by the IT industry to

leverage the enterprise systems functionality between businesses, unlock

the IP embedded in these systems and enable a business to business

environment over the web.   However, SOA typically delivers a functional view

of the enterprise - a service is defined by a functional role which is exposed

to be utilised by other systems.   These services are subscribed too and

then called by these remote applications.

EDA is fundamnetally different but complimentary to SOA. EDA is most

concerned about events, event patterns and the orchestration of events

whereever they occur to deliver real time performanance improvements for

business.    This is because EDA applications manage the occurance or

non-occurance of specific business critical events.   For instance an event

can be:

•  a data event (such as a file arriving),

• a system event (such as a  machine being unavailable, a processing
step being completed or a read occuring in a remote device),

• a business process event (such as a piece of work not being
completed in an adequate timeframe, or a shipment being in jeopardy)

• a statistical or derived event (such as a key performance indicator
being exceeded)

EDA systems have multiple agents which are monitoring for event and event

pattern occurances and then implement a decision process or action in

response.   Almost anything can be defined as an event and grouped in a way

that is meaningful to a user.  The key concept here is that no two users are

necessarily interested in the same events or the same events for the same

reasons.  By recognising the variable nature of event interaction and user

requirements OrderWare has developed a unique environment to orchestrate

business events.

OrderWare provides two EDA applications.  The first  is called Javelin. Javelin

delivers  a  sophisticated event framework and model based environment to

build EDA solutions.  The second, Fusion is an enterprise class event

integration technology which implements under  enterprise service bus [ESB]

and service orientated architectures [SOA] to deliver B2B event connectivity.
